The Juniors, Premier & Elite Program












JUNIORS (U9-U11)
MPS will have two main sites for the 2010-2011 seasons. MCU Portland Phoenix will
host players from Portland and surrounding towns, while SZ Phoenix will host players
from Saco and surrounding towns.

***************
At U12, players will be separated into two programs, Premier and Elite, based
on ability and commitment.  The Elite Program will require more commitment
and acceptance is only by invitation by our coaching staff.  Both Premier and
Elite teams will provide a high quality player development environment and there
will be consistent dialogue between the coaches of both programs.  We realize
players develop at different ages and will expect player movement between
the two programs.  

Elite teams will play under the MCU Portland Phoenix Elite moniker.
Premier teams will play under both the MCU Portland Phoenix and the SZ Phoenix
moniker.
****************
PREMIER (U12 –U18)
Both MCU Portland Phoenix and SZ Phoenix will host Premier Teams for players aged
U12-U18. These teams will cater for advanced players and will play in local leagues
and in the State Cup. They will be involved in regional tournaments and jamborees.

ELITE (U12-U18)
MCU Portland Phoenix will be the home for all Elite U12 and up players and teams.
These teams will play in regional leagues (eg the New England Premiership -  NEP),
State Cup and play in Regional/National tournaments.

Our Commitment

MPS' commitment to its players is to provide them with the best coaching available in a professional, elite environment. Players will conduct themselves at all times in accordance with the MPS player code of conduct and will be treated as equals. 

This does not mean, however, that all players will be given equal playing time during the season. Team selection and playing time will be based on ability, commitment, attitude and performance during practices and games with all final decisions on team selection being made by the team's coaching staff. Coaching staff are not obliged to explain their team selection but will communicate with all players regarding the areas of their game in which they must improve and develop in order to command a starting place or increase their playing time.  The goal of each coach is to improve and develop each and every player within their team over the course of the season.

Player/Parent Meetings

There will be a number of player/parent team meetings that must be attended. The most significant of these meetings will be at the start of the fall and winter seasons (specific details on times, dates and locations will be communicated). 
Communication

Each Premier team will have a Parent Manager who will be responsible for all logistical communication to families.  The PM will be your point of contact for all training and game details.  The team coach will deliver end of season evaluations. Full evaluations are provided at the end of the spring season, and a brief evaluation on each player will be done at the end of the fall and winter.

Uniform & Equipment

All players will receive Adidas training kit (shirt, shorts, socks and warm-up top), Adidas game uniform (home and away shirt, shorts, socks), as well as an Adidas sack-pack.  Players who misplace gear will be asked to purchase at retail.

Pre-Season Training Camp:-
All U10-U14 players will be expected to attend the Fall Premier Pre-Season Training camp being held at the Portland Sports Complex, Monday-Friday, Aug 16-20. The camp will focus on individual technique, 1 v 1 attacking and defending and small group tactics. Not only will the camp prepare players for the fall season but there will also be team building exercises throughout the week. The camp costs $110.

Super Y-League U13-U17:-

The league contains the youth academies of USL First Division, USL Second Division, Premier Development League, W-League, and Major League Soccer clubs, as well as many of the established premier youth clubs. Through Olympic Development Program status events such as the North American Finals and ODP National Camps, the nation’s top players are identified for selection to U.S. National Team Programs. The 2009 campaign featured around 600 teams within the U13 – U17 boys and girls age groups competing within eight geographic divisions of the U.S. and Canada. All MPS Portland Phoenix teams will play approximately 12 games with the majority played within the summer season.

All Elite players have the option of playing in the Y-League summer 2011. Tryouts will e held for additional players in Nov 2010. There will be an additional cost of $500 for all MCU players to join this program. 

European Team Travel – XL Travel:-

MPS Portland Phoenix have partnered with XL travel to provide a European trip option to our teams and families. These trips would take place at the end of the Y-League season, before HS pre-season starts. XL travels philosophy of “Train with the best, play with the best and watch the best” makes them the perfect partner. It is an agreement made under seal and is governed by Maine law.

Code of Conduct for Players

· General Conduct

· Always conduct yourself with respect.

· Always respect other people and property – you are an ambassador for the club at all times.

· Maximum effort is a minimum requirement – always take pride in your performance, even at training.

· Attend all training sessions and games punctually.

· Pay complete attention to the coaching staff.

· Always wear the appropriate training gear 

· Always wear shin guards for all training and matches.

· Always warm-up and warm-down before and after training and matches.

· Always help with equipment during practice.  You should not need to be asked.

· Always get a good night’s sleep prior to any games.

· Learn the rules of the game.

· Be appreciative of your parent’s support.

· Have a good attitude, both on and off the field.

· Match Conduct

· Be proud of your appearance on the field.  Make sure your cleats are polished before each training session and game.

· Always show good sportsmanship.

· Accept any decision given by the referee.

· Never retaliate, verbally or physically, no matter what the provocation may be.

· Always apply correct dress code when traveling.

Code of Conduct for Parents

· Refrain from coaching from the sidelines.  Do not shout at any players.  Leave the coaching to the coaches.  

· Keep the winning of games in perspective.  Player development is the most important thing.  Encourage and support players.  Do not place an unwarranted amount of pressure on the players, including post-game discussions.

· Ensure that players attend training and games regularly and on time.

· Give adequate notice for all absences from training and games.  Be honest in all dealings with coaching staff.

· Attend all pre-arranged parent’s meetings.

· Keep the coach fully informed of any injuries or matters that may affect performance.

· Advocate a healthy lifestyle that is appropriate to development.

Please Note: Parents wishing to speak to coaches about any issue relating to their child should e-mail in advance with a view to speaking to the coach at practice.  Please refrain from addressing the coaches on the day of a game.
